Minutes of the meeting of Londesborough Parish Council held on Monday 4th July 2016 in the Reading Rooms, Low Street, at 7.30pm.
Present: Cllr J.Fisher (Chair), Cllr G Stephenson,Cllr K Watson, Cllr A Wells
ERYC Ward Cllr M Stathers, 1 member of the public, J Green (clerk)

Welcome Cllr Fisher welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Public Session
A discussion took place about the problems of poor broadband speeds. Speeds of less than 1 Mbps were usual and sometimes it was as low as 0.1 Mbps. There were about 15 secondary school children in the parish who were frequently asked to use the internet for their homework. There were at least 8 businesses operating from the village and 4 home offices. Other residents needed an internet connection to work from home. 
Cllr Stephenson pointed out that for the farms a good internet connection was essential  as for government recording such as cattle movement records and VAT it was compulsory to submit information online.
Cllr Stathers explained that ERYC were working with BT to rollout superfast broadband. The target was for 95% of the East Riding to be able to access it by 2017. Londesborough residents felt that it was unfair that so much effort and resources were going into superfast broadband when there were areas such as this that where the service was so poor that they struggle with everyday essential tasks.
Options for improved broadband were discussed. There was a subsidy available towards the cost of installing a new system where speeds were less than 2 Mbps. However this did not cover all of the costs and did not cover the ongoing monthly subscription costs. These could be high , for example a satellite system could be £60per month.
Mobile telephone reception is patchy in the parish which would limit 4G options.
There could be a problem with installing satellite dishes or aerials as the village is a conservation area.
It was agreed that more research need to be done on the various options.
Cllr Stathers was to ask the appropriate ERYC officer to come to the next meeting to explain the current situation.

33/16 Apologies were received from Cllr I. Bessey,  Cllr G Brotherton, Cllr A Hutchinson, Cllr H Wood, Cllr O Southgate

34/16  Declarations of Interest.  There were no declarations of interest.
35/16 The minutes of meeting held on 9th May 2016  were and agreed as a true record and Cllr Fisher signed them as such on behalf of the council.

36/16 To receive the clerk's report on matters being progressed from previous meetings.
Speeding: The clerk had had correspondence via Ward Cllr A Burton to say that signs designed by children were only used on 20mph speed limits and that a mobile speed sign was going to be available for hire to the parishes.

37/16 Quarry Traffic: a report was received from Cllrs Fisher and Wells regarding the meeting with ERYC councillors and officers and quarry representatives. The meeting had been generally positive and it was felt that passing places needed to be constructed on the roads the quarry lorries use. However, there was currently no funding in the ERYC for this. The state of Cleaving Garth had been discussed and the ERYC Highways officer had reported that there was nothing in the 5 year plan for this road.
Cllr Wells reminded councillors of the importance of reporting potholes.
The issue of the quarry start time had been raised and the Ashcourt representative had said that any early lorry movements could not have come from the Partridge Hall site as it was not open until 7.00am.
Spillage of stone onto the road had also been discussed . All lorries leaving the quarry should be properly netted or sheeted to prevent this.
It had been emphasised that any incidents of dangerous driving should be reported to the police and a log number requested . If a number was not allocated then the incident would not be included in the statistics. Where possible, anyone involved in such incidents should record the date and time and try to get the registration number of the vehicle or name of the haulier.

38/16 Broadband: it was agreed that this had been fully discussed in the public session.

39/16 Insurance: the clerk had obtained 3 quotes for the parish council's insurance. She reminded councillors that the street lights were currently not insured , as most problems would be covered under the service agreement and the council had agreed to build up a reserve to cover any other damage. The council's other assets' insured value came to a total of £9570. Cllr Fisher proposed , Cllr Wells seconded and it was agreed to continue with Zurich which was an appropriate level of cover and was the lowest quotation.

40/16 To consider applying for funding for a laptop computer
The clerk reported that there had been a relaxation of the rules regarding the Transparency Code funding and that this council was now able to apply for funding for a laptop computer, software and a contribution toward the clerk's time spent updating the website. Cllr Fisher proposed, Cllr Stephenson seconded and it was agreed that the clerk should apply for this funding.
