1. Priority  

Issue: - Youths Causing Annoyance High Street, Market Weighton (Evenings):
The High Street and immediate town centre area of Market Weighton, including the Memorial Playing Fields, Scotts Croft and Londesborough Road, will continue to be targeted by patrols on an evening throughout August with a view to ensuring the reduction of the potential for problems.  Consideration will continue to be given to use of £90 fixed penalty notices for disorder, alcohol seizure and joint work with our partners at East Riding of Yorkshire Council to secure Acceptable Behaviour Contracts where appropriate. There is unlikely to be any discretion shown to offenders.

SUMMER BURGLARIES

The summer brings much warmer weather, but also traditionally leads to a rise in the number of sneak-in burglaries i.e. burglars entering through open windows and doors to commit offences. 

Between July and August last year a third of all burglaries were sneak-in offences –There were 180 sneak-in offences in Humberside in July and August 2014 (36 in North East Lincolnshire; 23 in North Lincolnshire; 37 in East Yorkshire; and 77 in Hull) and the force doesn’t want to see similar levels of offences this year.
A 3rd of burglaries are through open doors or windows, so remember to keep your home, outbuildings and garden sheds secure at all times.
If you haven’t done so already, why not register your property onto www.immobilise.com so it can be identified/returned if lost or stolen. 

You should also call the police if you see people acting suspiciously in your community, if there is a burglary in progress or if you have details about those involved in criminality. This can be done by ringing 999 in an emergency, 101 in a non-emergency or Crimestoppers anonymously on 0800 555 111.
